1.05 These sets have electrical and transmission
characteristics equivalent to 500-type sets

and are available in all standard colors. Refer to
Division 500 for promoted and nonpromoted colors.

of a 25R3 (MD) manual TOUCH-TONE dial
(convertible from 10 to 12 buttons) and a card
reader mechanism (Fig. 6). A D-180115 Kit of
Parts is required to convert the 25R3 dial from
10 to 12 buttons. The card reader uses the
electrical circuitry of the 2$type dial for multifrequency
signaling. To facilitate end-to-end signaling, the
26F dial permits manual dialing when the card is
in any stop position. A 26F dial can replace a
26D dial, but a 26D dial cannot replace a 26F dial.

2.o2 The 1660- and 1663-type telephone sets are
equipped with TOUCH-TONE dials combined

with card reader mechanisms. Early 1660A and
1663A type sets used a 26B (MD) dial which consisted
of a 25D3 (MD) dial assembled to a card reading
mechanism. Later sets use a 26D (MD) dial made
up of a 25M3 (MD) dial and the card reader (Fig. 4
and 5). A 26D dial can replace a 26B dial, but a
26B dial cannot replace a 26D dial.

2.03 The 1660B and 1663B type telephone sets
use a 26F (MD) dial which is a combination

2.05 The 1660B and 1663B type sets have provisions
for installing a P-90D012 guard assembly to

provide for end-to-end signaling. The guard assembly
mounts on the base of the set behind the network
using mounting screws provided with the set
(Fig. 6).

2.06 A D-180250 Kit of Parts is available for use
in the 1660A and 1663A type sets whenever

a polarity guard is required. The D-180250 Kit
of Parts consists of a P-90D095 guard assembly
which is made-up of a P-90D012 guard assembly,
a P-22F193 guard mounting strip, and a P-43A393
screw. The guard assembly is mounted on the
guard mounting strip which is attached to the cord
retainer fastening.

2.07 The volume of the MIA ringer is adjustable
by use of the volume control which is

accessible from the bottom of the set. Ringer
cutoff can be achieved by removal of the stop
screw through an access hole in the base of the
set.

2.08 A KS-81OO type buzzer can be mounted for
use as an auxiliary signal. In the 1660A 1

and 1660A3 telephone sets the buzzer mounts on
the baseplate, In all other 1660- and 1663-type
sets it is mounted on the network, using the spacer
and screw provided.

2.09 The 1660A1 or 1660B 1 sets can be converted
to provide 2-line pickup and hold (nonkey

system) or exclusion and/or 2-line pickup by installing
the proper kit of parts and mounting cord.
