2630-, 2631-, AND 2632-TYPE TELEPHONE SETS

IDENTIFICATION

1. GENERAL

1.01 This section contains information for 2630-,
2631-, and 2632-type telephone sets. These

telephone sets (Fig. 1 and 2) are general purpose
CALL DIRECTOR” type telephone sets equipped
with a TOUCH-TONE@ dial. The 2630- and 2631-type
sets can be used with 1A, lA1, IA2, 6A, or 6B
key telephone systems and 3-type (MD) or 4A
speakerphone system. The 2632-type sets have
the same application except they cannot be used
with 1A KTS. All 2632-type sets are rated
Manufacture Discontinued. All 2630- and 2631-type
telephone sets except 2630DAMS1 and 2631DAMS1
are rated Manufacture Discontinued (MD).

1.03 $The new S coded telephone sets are similar
to the previous type telephone sets except

they are equipped with a new line switch which
breaks both the tip and ring side of the line.
Previous type sets broke only the ring side of the
line.4

Note: When S coded telephone sets are used
with speakerphone the (G) dial lead must be
moved from terminal 12 to terminal 2 bypassing
the d’e’ line switch contacts.

1.04 Early models designated with a single letter
code (C or D) are equipped with 598-, 599-,

656- or 657-type keys using a KS-type connector.
$Later sets designated by a multiletter code (DA),

(DAM), and (DAMS1)4 are equipped with 635-type
keys using 508- or 509-type plugs. The 598- and
599-type keys are electrically and mechanically
interchangeable with the 656- and 657-type. None
of these keys, however, are compatible with the
635-type keys and cannot be intermixed.

1.OS Nonmodular (single and double letter code)
sets were furnished equipped with a G3-type

handset and cord. All modular sets are furnished
with a G15A handset, H4DU cord, and 616E jack
assembly.
