IDENTIFICATION

PURPOSE

(a) The intended use for the 146B, 155A, and

157A adapters and D-180071 or D-180072
Kit of Parts is to provide for mounting specific
apparatus to:

e Standard electrical outlet box
@ 63A bracket
o KS-20502, List 2 bracket.
(b) Where a wall telephone set is to be installed
and the wall is fished, but not equipped with

a prewired outlet box or bracket, consideration
may be given to the use of the 155A adapter.

(¢) The 155A adapter can be mounted on the

wall using the same mounting holes as if
the standard electrical outlet were there, but
using fasteners appropriate to the type of wall.
Mount telephone set in normal manner.

(d) Should telephone set be removed, a 43-type

bracket can be mounted in place of the 155A
adapter using same mounting holes. Insulate
fished wire and tie to bracket. Attach 16-type
faceplate to bracket.

(¢) #The 155A adapter has been modified by
adding two No. 6 by 32 threaded holes and
two P-129732 screws (Fig. 2). These additional
holes will now permit the mounting of current
model 554- and 558-type wall telephone sets,. 4
