Standards Department, upon request, from place names and unique locations throughout the world.

COMMON LANGUAGE Geographical codes are not unique and may be replicated between Bellcore
designated Geopolitical areas.

All COMMON LANGUAGE Geographical codes assigned to a specific COMMON LANGUAGE Geopolitical
code provide unique code combinations identified as a Geopolitical Format comprised of 2-elements.

COMMON LANGUAGE Geographical codes are maintained in an on-line master database by the Bellcore
Language Standards Department.

COMMON LANGUAGE Geographical codes provide a standard for use in manual and mechanized
environments.
