ROTATING STOCK PLAN FOR SHORT-HAUL MICROWAVE RADIO

1. GENERAL

1.01 This section describes the procedure for a
rotating stock plan to be used for the

expedited replacement, repair, and return of plug-in
units for short-haul microwave radio systems.

This plan was established to facilitate the
replacement and repair of units which have
in working systems. By centralizing one
inventory, the plan also minimizes each

1.04 This plan should not be used for new jobs
in lieu of obtaining replacements for defective

units on installers’ requisitions, nor should it be
used as a means of obtaining new spare units.

1.05 Only units incorporating updated changes
will be shipped from stock. All units returned

for repair will have changes applied, as required,
to update the unit as far as is practical. If a unit
is deemed not acceptable by the Western Electric
returned goods organization, the operating company
shall be contacted to determine whether the unit
will be repaired as on “F901 repair” or returned.
When a new list replaces an older list and it is
not practical to update the old list to be an
equivalent of the new, both lists will be maintained
in rotating stock as long as there is a reasonable
demand for both. A company desiring to replace
a working or failed unit with one of a later list
should not obtain it from rotating stock but should
order the replacement through normal channels.

2. PROCEDURES

2.o1 The following procedures are to be used in
the rotating stock plan for defective plug-in

units listed in Table A.

(a) Issue a requisition for a replacement unit
and an RMN for the defective unit at the

same time. If possible, both should be assigned
the same number. In any case, both the
requisition and the RMN must be cross-referenced
to each other as shown below.

(b) The requisition must be for the J-spec (or
ED) code and for the same list (or group)

number as the unit being returned.

The requisition must include the statement

“To be obtained from factory rotating stock.
Unit for repair returned on RMN No._ in
accordance with Section 400-400 -001.”

The RMN must include the statement:

“To be repaired, updated, and returned to
factory rotating stock. Replacing unit was
ordered on requisition No in accordance
with Section 400-400-0011-

The requisition and RMN forms must be
forwarded together to the Western Electric

Company service center. One copy of the RMN
shall be attached to the unit being returned.

(f) The defective unit must be sent immediately
“collect” to the Western Electric Company

service center. This is important as Western
Electric will not process the requisition unless
the defective unit has arrived at the service
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center or assurance is received that it has been
shipped. Protective wrapping or packaging shall
be used, as required, to minimize damage in
shipment.

2.o2 The following procedures will be used by
the Western Electric Company.

(a) The service center will process the requisition
for the rotating stock item and will phone

or DATAPHONE@ the order to the factory. If
the same list or group combination is not available,
a unit bearing a compatible or improved electrical
characteristic will be substituted. In no instance
will the list or group vintage be downgraded;
only equal or improved units will be provided.
The factory will ship the unit from rotating
stock directly to the designated shipping address
within 48 hours of receipt of the requisition by
the factory.

(b) The service center will ship the defective
unit in adequate protective packing, as

required, to the factory for repair and for return
to rotating stock. Only defective units that

correspond to units ordered on the cross-reference
requisition will be accepted for repair and return
to rotating stock. For example, a list 1 of a
particular unit will not be accepted when the
corresponding requisition orders a list 2 of that
particular unit.

(c) The factory will repair the returned unit,
apply any changes required to bring it up

to date, and place it in rotating stock.

(d) Replacing units shall be billed to the operating
company at an AH price if a refurbished

unit is shipped or at the standard price if a
new unit is shipped plus updating charges (if
any), handling, and transportation costs.

(e) Credit rendered the operating company is a
net allowance (AA) if the unit is repairable.

If the unit is not repairable, no credit is rendered.
