1. 00 GENERA L 

1. 0 1 This section covers mainte nance 
information for the 750A and 750B 

(Fig. 1) a nd 751A and 751B (Fig. 2) tele­
phone sets . 
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1. 02 The ringers , h a nds e t s , dials , and 
n e tworks used in these sets s h o uld 

be maintained in accordance with the section 
covering the particular item.

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2. 00 MAINTENANCE 

2. 01 The exterior parts of the set shall be 
clean and not m a rred or chipped. The 

a n odize d meta l m a ts and plastic p a rts may 
be cl eaned with a soap or detergent solution. 

2. 02 Switchhook bracket assembly-- The 
operating bracket shall ope rate with ­

out binding or squeaking throughout its 
e ntir e travel. Squeaking may be eliminated 
by cleaning the spring anchor points and 
shaft bearing points with KS-7860 petroleum 
sp1nts. After cleaning, lubricate with a 
No. 2 or softer graphite pencil (Fig . 3 and 
4) .

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2 . 03 Switchhook assemblies which bind or 
stick should b e r eplaced. 

2 . 04 Switchhook s pring contac t s m ay be 
cleaned with a 265C tool. Replace 

switch assembly if other electrica l trouble 
is encountered in the contact s pring as ­
sembly . 

2. 05 When the handset cord is pulled out 
its e ntir e length, a nd a llowed t o re ­

tract unrestricted, the 3A cord ree l shall 
retract the cord to its fully wound up po­
sition. 

2. 06 Re place t h e cord re e l under fo llowing 
condition s: 

e Cord does not fu lly retract 

• Cord is kinked, frayed, or noisy 

2. 07 Field maintenance of the cord reel, 
or replacement of the cord is not 

recommended. 
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2. 08 The ringer volume contro l should 
operate free ly w h e n the knob is 

tu r n e d. Re place the set if t h e adj u sting 
m echani sm is worn or d efective . 

2. 09 T h e compo nent parts of the se te l e -
phone sets are screw fas tened to the 

steel pa n e l. Defective compo n e nts nor ­
m a lly available fr o m s t ock may b e replaced 
in the field . See Fig . 1 a nd 2 f o r l ocation 
and piece pa rt numbers. 

2. 10 T h e wi r e bracket supporting the 664B 
transmitter in 751 - type sets is part 

of the e l ectrical circuit a nd is i n s ulated 
from the steel pane l with rubber bushings . 
The bushings must n ot be distorted or 
di s placed. 

2 . 11 The 664B transmitters a nd 761A 
loudspeakers in sets equ ipped for 

u se on lA home interphone s ystems should 
m eet the requireme nts of t h e l A home 
interphone system. Defective unit s should 
be replaced . Field m a inte nanc e of these 
units is not recomm ended.
