CONNECTIONS

1. GENERAL

1.01  This section provides connection information

for the 2C Video Telephone Station when
used as a single line station or as part of the 1P2
Key Telephone System.

1.02 This section is reissued to:

e Add a strap between terminals 4 and 5 on
the 55D control unit

e Add information on reversing PB and PR
leads when using diode matrix for common
audible signaling arrangement.

Changes or additions in the body of tables are
indicated by shaded areas.

If this section is to be used with equipment or
apparatus reflecting a later issue of the drawing,
reference should be made to the SD to determine
the extent of the changes and the manner in which
the section may be affected.¢

1.04 Connect single line 2C Video stations as

shown in Fig. 1. A terminal board in the
1A service unit provides terminating points for
the various components of a single line 2C Video
Telephone Station.

1.05 Fig. 2 shows connections for a typical key
telephone set when used as part of a 2C
Video Telephone Station.

1.06 Connect key telephone system 2C video

stations as shown in Fig. 3. When a 66E3-25
connecting block is used, note that the last four
pairs (video and control leads) of the D inside
wiring cable are split out to connect to the 1A
service unit. Fig. 4 shows the connections using
a 149B adapter.

1.07 Cable pair assignments are shown in Table

A; however, these terminations and lead
designations may vary depending on the service
required at each station. Where spare conductors
are available, they may be used for audio and
control leads. Video and audio leads must be paired.
Terminate spare conductors according to local
instructions. For cross connection of lamp, ringing,
audio and video leads, twisted paired leads must
be used.

1.08 Where a polarity guard is required in the
telephone sets used, connect as shown in
the connection section of the set involved.
