1.04 The l ine rv i res need not terminate in the coin col lectors
as sholvn in the connect ion diagrams hcrein unless

otheru' ise speci f ied by the Telephone Company. They ma) '  ter-
minatc at  the associated terminals in t l - re subscr iber scts.

2. ADJUSTMENT OF RELAY

2.01 The 634CG and 634CH subscr iber sets contain a relay
that operates to connect the t ip and r ing of  the l ine

together at the station whenever coin current is applied to the
l ine.

2.02 As the coin range of  these coin col lectors is dependent
upon the t ] 'pe and arrangement of  the central  of f ice

equipment to rvhich they are connected, these coin col lectors
should not be used u' i thout proper aut l - ror izat ion in the form of
a service order or other local  instruct ion.

2.03 These subscr iber sets are furnished rv i th the 536 relay
proper ly adjusted and i t  should not ordinar i ly  require

adjustment at  the t ime of  instal lat ion.  I f  the relay fa i l i  to
operate sat isfactor i ly  i t  should be readjusted or the subscr iber
set should be replaced. A 35C test  set  or  the equivalent may
be used to readjust  the relay in accordance with the fo l lowing
data :
