EDWARDS Mail Boxes are fully approved by the Post 
Office D epartment and are a decided improvement in 

appearance and construction. The trim is not just a flat plate, 
but has a turned over edge which gives a finished appearance 
and will not warp or buckle. Individual compartment doors are 
automatically held up when opened. Compartment partitions 
are steel plates folded completely over so as to give a double 
thickness and a smooth rounded edge which will not tear the 
mail or cut the hands . 

In choosing your arrangement, bear in mind the following: 
1. The Post Office D epartment puts a maximum limit 

on the number of mail box groups: that is, the number of 
master locks it will furnish. The number of groups that can 
be used is the result, or fraction of result, when the total 
number of apartments is divided by six. Example: 20 apart­
ments divided by 6 is 3 2/ 6, and there could be 4 groups 

used, with as many boxes per group as desired, such as 4, 5-gang. There is no 
minimum limit to groups, however, and 2, 10-gang could be used. 

2. Practical installation and manufacturing limits the number of gangs per 
group to twelve. 

3. Boxes can be installed in two or more rows, but the postman's lock cannot 
be more than 66 inches from the floor. 

4. A box must be provided for t he janitor at same location as all other boxes.

E DWARDS apartment telephones are furnished in surface or flush type. All 
cases are of steel, well proportioned and handsomely finished in dull black 

Duco, which will not scratch, chip or flake off. The design follows in every 
feature the standard of modern telephone practice; enclosed, double adjustment 
bells; bakelite terminal strips and hinged doors on both flush and surface types. 
The complete assembly is mounted on a plate which is easily taken from the 
case without dismounting the case from the wall. 

Flush telephones having a hinged front are a distinct improvement over the 
old-fashioned plate type where four exposed screws held it to the backbox. 
The backboxes are steel with knockouts and provide ample adjustment for keep­
ing the telephone plumb. The mounting is such that provision is also made to 
compensate for cases in tile construction where backbox is set too far forward.
