To remove assembly, remove mounting screw
which also mounts the right front foot to the
base; move assembly toward front of base and
lift up to disengage mounting bracket ears and
hook which aid in holding assembly in place.

When placing assembly, mounting bracket
hook and ears must be in place before mount-
ing screw is secured.
