The time setting will probably not be accurate when you first power up your Telnote. The correct time will be set when the first call is

received.
2. Time Inaccurate Due To Daylight Savings Time Change

Telnote will adjust to the correct time with the first call received after Daylight Savings Time goes into effect.

3. No Display Of Incoming Caller ID Information
a. Don't answer the phone too soon.

The Caller ID signal is sent over the phone line between the first and second rings of a new call. If you or your answering
machine pick up on the first ring, the Caller ID signal will be interrupted and not captured by the Telnote. Always wait until the
second ring to answer, and set your answering machine to answer no sooner than the second ring.

b. Check the phone line connection.

The Telnote display should go blank during the first ring of a new call. If this does not happen, check that the phone jack you are
using is good by verifying its operation with a telephone connected.

¢. Make sure Caller ID service is enabled.
